Band Directors

The PHHS Band Directors are Kenneth Goldsborough and Jordan
Wehr. They can be reached at the PHHS Band Office at 410-887-
5188 and the band classroom is Rm. 154 across from the
auditorium. The band directors provide a meeting for eighth
graders and their parents in May/June and mail registration
information related to the marching band. It is important to
complete the registration and health forms and return them to
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school. Another mailing from the band directors is sent at the
beginning of July with detailed information about pre-camp and
band camp.

Band Program Handbook

At the beginning of the school year, the band directors will
distribute a Band Program Handbook that will include information
about formal concert dress requirements for the Wind Ensemble
and Symphonic Winds (tuxedo or uniform black dress ordered
through the Music Dept.) and the Symphonic Band and Concert
Band (black dress pants or long black skirt). The handbook also
mentions the audition process that occurs near the beginning of
the school year, attendance policy, challenge procedures, grading
and extra opportunities (including solo and ensemble festivals, all
honors and all state auditions, jazz ensemble, pit orchestra etfc.).

Concert Performance Calendar

A Concert Performance Calendar for the school year distributed at
the beginning of the school year includes required concerts for all
of the band classes. The required concerts usually include a fall
concert (Wind Ensemble only), Winter Concerts (all bands), the
John J. Dilutis Memorial Scholarship Concert (Symphonic Winds
and Wind Ensemble), Adjudication (Symphonic Winds and Wind
Ensemble), Spring Concerts (all bands), Farewell Assembly
(Symphonic Winds and Wind Ensemble), and Graduation (Symphonic
Winds and Wind Ensemble). The only concert that charges a small
fee is the John J. Dilutis Memorial Scholarship Concert held in
early March and this small scholarship is given to a graduating
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senior interested in pursuing a career in a music related field.
Other performances may be included in the calendar.

On Friday August 12, kids will go home around 4PM until roughly 6PM. They
will return from home and prepare for a parent performance at 7PM.

First Aid Staff

Carol Clark RN from the first aid staff requests that all medical forms be
completed and sent in with the registration forms by the deadline at the
beginning of June. Students need to be sure their tetanus shot is up-to-
date before they attend band camp. Much of the time during these two
weeks of band camp will be spent outdoors and the students will need to be
prepared for the weather. They should have a backpack with a hat,
sunglasses, suntan lotion, bug spray, and a water bottle. They will need to
bring a lunch and a few snacks. They should eat breakfast before arriving.
If they need to take any medications, each medicine should be placed in a
baggie and the medicine should be in its original, labeled container. Any
special instructions should be written out and questions and concerns can be
addressed to Carol Clark at 410-256-0929 or Cathy German at



410-931-0350. First aid staff is needed to volunteer each day during band
camp including the days at Ramblewood and more volunteers are sought for
2005 as we lost several graduating senior parents.

Uniform Committee

Brenda Graf and members of the uniform committee will fit each marching
band member with a uniform to be worn for all performances. Volunteers
will be needed for minor sewing repairs during August. Marching band
Drillmaster shoes, black socks, and white gloves will be required and
available for purchase during Band Camp. Band members (including Color
Guard) are responsible for the care and keeping of their uniforms. The
uniforms are dry clean only but should be hung to air out between each use.
For performances, earrings are to be removed and long hair is to be pulled
up under the helmet. All uniforms are dry cleaned at the end of each season
and the uniform cleaning fee is included in your band expenses.

Rehearsals

Once band camp is finished, the full band will continue to practice on
Wednesday and some Thursday evenings from 6:30PM to 8:30PM in mid-
August until late October/early November. Percussion and color guard may
have additional practice time scheduled. A calendar of marching band events
is usually available during the summer. The calendar includes band camp,
rehearsals, football games, parades and field show performances.

Remember the band motto "fo be early is to be on time and to be on time is
to be LATE".

Marching Band Season

PHHS Marching Band has traditionally participated in the following events:
e Home football games
e Columbus Day Parade in NYC
e PHHS Homecoming Parade



e Hagerstown Alsatia Mummer's Parade (a.k.a. Halloween
Parade)

e Perry Hall's Halloween Parade

e White Marsh Holiday Parade on the Avenue.

The band directors may add other events and will distribute a calendar or
information with any modifications.

The band participates in the home football games as a pre-game show and
half time show at the school's stadium. This is a great fime to dress in your
spirit wear tee shirts, sweat shirts, or hoodies! There is an admission
charge to attend the games. Some band parents stand outside the stadium
to watch the marching band perform.

Towson University Band Day is held on Towson's Homecoming Day with a full
day of events culminating in the halftime massed band performance at
Johnny Unitas Stadium. The Towson University TIGER Marching Band also
has an amazing performance.

Another event that the PHHS Marching Band traditionally participates in is
the Columbus Day Parade in NYC, which is the second Monday in October.
This is an all day event with the coach busses leaving before school starts
and returning home late in the evening (approx. 9PM). In the past, a parent
bus was also provided for this event. The parade starts around 11:45AM
with the band marching down 5™ Avenue from 44™ St. and ends around 3PM
at 79™ St. This band competition has limited grandstand seating available
with most people standing along the parade route. When our band finishes
performing, the busses travel to Times Square where the students can eat
dinner and briefly shop/sightsee for a limited amount of time before
returning to Perry Hall.

A new event for 2005 will be the Towson University Marching Band Classic
at the Johnny Unitas Stadium. This "new tradition” is a Tournament of
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Bands (TOB) sanctioned high school band competition as well as a non-
competitive high school marching band exhibition. More information is

The PHHS Homecoming Parade is held during Homecoming Week with a
quick march from Perry Hall Middle School to Perry Hall High School down
Ebenezer Rd. The Perry Hall Community Halloween Parade is usually held
on a Sunday afternoon at the end of October. This is another quick march
down Ebenezer Rd. Both parades require the students to assemble at PHMS
in uniform with their instruments.

The Hagerstown Alsatia Mummer’ Parade (a.k.a. Hagerstown Halloween
Parade) is usually held the Saturday before Halloween in the evening. The
busses leave PHHS mid-afternoon and return around 12AM-1AM. Many
parents travel to Hagerstown by car to view this band competition in
western Maryland's mountains. Grandstand bleachers are available for
purchase but many people bring their own chairs and blankets and try to
keep warm!

Traditionally, the White Marsh Holiday Parade wraps up the marching band
season on a Saturday morning in mid-November. The students meet in
uniform with their instrument at the Avenue via their own transportation
and march from the Avenue over to the mall in a popular community parade.

As you can see, marching band is a big commitment by the students and their
families. The students need to be responsible for their uniforms and
instruments, make up any missed class work and homework, and be prepared
for their band events.

Chaperones

Rachel Trendell coordinates providing chaperones for marching band events.
Parents will have the opportunity to chaperone various marching band trips.
Sign up sheets will be available at Band Booster meetings prior to events.
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Space is limited. If you have medical ftraining, your help will be needed and
appreciated.

Chaperones have a uniform of sorts: black pants, black shoes, and a white
polo. Each trip may have its own chaperone duties but for the most part the
general duties include taking attendance, looking after the first aid kit (first
aid staff) and communicating via a two-way radio. Chaperones are mainly
there to help the band directors and band members when needed.

Band Banquet

This fun event is held after marching band season ends, usually on a school
night in early December in the school cafeteria. Desserts and beverages are
available and awards are presented to all marching band members. Family
members are encouraged to attend. The marching band officers run the
program.

Tri-M Music Honor Society

This is an international honor society recognizing secondary music students
for their involvement and community service. Tri-M stands for Modern
Music Masters. Mrs. Dissmeyer (Music Department Chair) is the
coordinator for this group and the induction ceremony usually occurs in the
fall.

Other Musical Opportunities

The Music Department offers a symphonic orchestra, a jazz band (after
marching band season), and a pit orchestra for the spring musical.

Fundraising/Volunteering

The marching band needs your support and involvement. There are many
opportunities to get involved throughout the year. Volunteers are needed to
sew uniforms, chaperone, and be first aid staff and to assist with different
fundraising activities. Chairpersons are needed for many committees as we
fundraise all year long. Our current goal is to purchase new marching band
uniforms to replace our worn blue and gold uniforms but we have a long way
to go! Some of our fundraising efforts include pizza sales, a bull roast held
at the Columbus Gardens, Outback Night featuring our jazz band, basket
bingo, Brick Bodies Coupons, Cat's Meow, Spirit Wear, car washes, raffles
and donations. New fundraising ideas are always welcome by our fundraising
coordinator, Paul Klawunder!

Student Band Accounts

Designated fundraisers allow the students to earn a portion of their sales
and deposit the sum in their own band account. For example, a Brick Bodies
coupon is sold for $20 with $10 of the sale going to the band booster's
account and $10 going to the student’s individual account. The treasurer
keeps a record of each student's individual band account. This account can
be used to offset the cost of camp, trips, or other band expenses. A few
students have managed to pay all of their band expenses by actively
fundraising. Once the student leaves band through either graduation or
stopping band, the account balance can be rolled over to a sibling's account
or donated to the band.



Band Fees

The treasurer should be contacted with any questions or concerns related to
payment of band expenses.

Band Booster Meetings

The Band Boosters meet at school during the school year usually on the first
and third Wednesday evenings of the month to share information and plan
fundraising activities. This is your best way to stay informed! We hope to
see you at the meetings and encourage you to support your child, their
school, and your community by getting involved.
